SCMEA CLINIC RULES AND TIPS 
FOR CHAPERONES AND TEACHERS
RULES

1. No talking or disruptive sounds.

2. No cheering or booing during the individual performances.

3. No hats worn inside.

4. Absolutely no gum, candy, or snacks (except during lunch).

5. Students remain with the director at all times.

6. No cell phones, nor electronic devices.
TIPS FOR CHAPERONES AND TEACHERS

1. Never place your hands on a student or use profanity.

2. Plan to participate fully in all the activities.

3. Be visible and proactive.

4. Position yourself in a visible position with a group of 15 students at all times during the clinic, breaks, and lunch.  (Sit with students during the clinic, breaks, and lunch.  Show interest in the proceedings—even sing with them.)  Teachers can be “on the move” – walk in the aisles, sit with different groups for a short period.  Model and demonstrate correct singing posture.
5. Accompany students who must be excused between songs during the rehearsal.  


Make every effort to deal with restroom BEFORE the rehearsal begins and again 
during the break.  Keep students seated throughout the rehearsal time.

6. Insist that students demonstrate proper singing posture (feet flat on the floor, rib cage lifted, backs straight, music lifted, with no slouching).

7. Report any inappropriate behavior to any of the attending directors or the local chairperson.  Again, never place your hands on a student.
8. As a chaperone, familiarize yourself with the SCMEA’s rules for behavior (above) and the consequences for inappropriate behavior.  

9. Take an active role in assisting where needed.  (Getting lunches, collecting trash bags, escorting students, reporting problems, and correcting behavior.)

10. Please, don’t be offended if the local chairperson, clinician, or another director corrects your students.  Take a helpful, purposeful attitude with the goal of a successful clinic for all participants.
